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Restrictions on Motor Vehicle Use on Camus during the Setsubun Festival

at Yoshida Shrine
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Traffic restrictions will be enforced on Higashi-Ichijo Street during the Setsubun festival,
which will be held from February 1-3, 2025 at Yoshida Shrine. During restriction period,
Kyoto University’s entrance for motor vehicles and motorcycles will also be closed. Please see
below for more details about the restrictions. Please note that the university’s gates will close

one day in advance of the festival. Thank you in advance for your understanding and

cooperation.
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1. Period of entrance closures:
8:45 a.m. on January 31 (Fri.) until 8:00 a.m. on February 3 (Mon.)
During the closure period stated above, Kyoto University’s entrance for motor vehicles and
the main gate will be closed. No motor vehicles will be allowed to enter or exit the campus

through the entrance for motor vehicles. The entrance for motor vehicles will re-open at 8:00

am on February 3 (Mon.).



Temporary entry permits for vehicles will not be issued by the entrance station during the

closure period. Permits will become available again from 8:00 a.m. on February 3 (Mon.).
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2. Access to the campus via the north gate
During the closure period, all motor vehicles and motorcycles must enter the campus via the

north gate. (The north gate bollards will be lowered during this period.)
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3. Exiting the campus via the Hyakumanben gate
During the closure period, all motor vehicles and motorcycles must exit the campus via the
Hyakumanben gate. (The bollards of the Hyakumanben gate will be lowered during this
period.)
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Note for persons who have a regular entry permit:

If, after the end of the closure period on February 3 (Mon.), you experience difficulty
accessing the entrance for motor vehicles due to the traffic restrictions, please follow the
procedures below:

@ If the gate arm will not rise when you pass your entry permit card over the card reader:
Take a ticket from the ticket machine and enter the campus. When exiting the campus,
please be sure to pass your entry permit card over the card reader without inserting the
ticket into the machine.

® If the gate arm will not rise when you pass your entry permit card over the card reader to



exit the campus:

Please press the intercom button and explain the situation to the gate management staff.
Tell them that you have a regular entry permit card and that you entered the campus via
another gate during the access restriction period. The staff will confirm the validity of
your entry permit, and then open the gate. Please exit the campus once the gate has been
opened.

If you encounter other problems, please explain the problem to the gate management

staff through the intercom, and follow their instructions.
