1. Persons required to take the course:
Faculty and staff members who conduct research activities at Kyoto University

+ Faculty and staff members who engage in research activities and who are employed based on the university’s
work regulations (excluding students employed as TAs, RAs, and OAs)

» Persons who apply for competitive research funds, etc., from funding agencies for the purpose of conducting
research activities at Kyoto University, even if they have no employment relationship with the university

(professors emeriti, JSPS research fellows, etc.)
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2. Implementation period

Please take the course as soon as possible after receiving the notification (within one month). Newly employed

faculty and staff are requested to take the course within one month of being hired.
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3. How to take the e-learning course

(1) Log in to the Kyoto University Cyber Learning Space (https://cls.iimc.kyoto-u.ac.jp/portal/). *If you search

for “Kyoto University Cyber Learning Space” on Google, etc., the site will be listed in the search results.

(2) After logging in, click “Research Integrity,” which will be displayed at the top of the screen.

(3) Click “Course Materials,” which will be displayed on the left side of the screen, and watch the video titled
“Video (with English subtitles).” Click “Checklist,” which will be displayed on the left side of the screen,
