Course Description:

This non-credit course is designed specifically for students who are registered for the study abroad program in Australia, “Inside Australia: Cross-Cultural Communication,” which is a three-week study abroad program at The University of Sydney.  

This course is designed to help students improve mostly speaking and listening skills in a cross-cultural context, and build their confidence for further academic pursuit.  By exploring different themes, students will understand how people from other countries express themselves and construct their own identities.  Students will have small group discussions or work in pairs throughout the course—expressing their own ideas, opinions and personal experiences about topics relating cultural and identity issues.  Topics of our discussions include identity, values, culture shock, body language and customs, politeness, communication styles, gender and culture, social change, global community.
Classes will be conducted in English.  
Course Objectives:

1. Develop an appreciation of cultural and ethnic diversity within the global society.

2. Develop the ability to integrate the knowledge into the daily life, and apply the concepts in Australia.
3. Enhance oral communication skills in English.
